- An earned graduate degree from a regionally accredited institution
of higher education as verified by an official transcript of conferring
institution

- Earned grade point average of at least a 3.0 on a four-point
scale in an accredited master’s degree program

- Copy of Florida Professional Teaching Certificate or Master
of Education degree

- Official Graduate Record Exam (GRE) scores taken within the last
five years (exempt if GPA is over 3.0)

« One letter of recommendation

« Résumé or CV of educational and work experience

- Personal statement of your expectations of a doctorate program
to include personal and professional goals
