Department of Education approved teacher 
preparation program in Elementary Education K-6. 
The program satisfies the educational requirements 
for the baccalaureate degree and initial teacher 
certification in Florida; including Elementary K-6, 
ESOL Endorsement, and Reading Endorsement 
upon completion.

Adult undergraduate programs are offered in 
flexible, 7-week terms that begin six times a 
year, allowing you to start your degree at your 
convenience.

• �Provide official transcripts of all academic work taken previously at 

other colleges, universities, or professional schools.
• �If fewer than 25 credit hours have been earned from a regionally 

accredited college or university, student should provide official high 
school transcript or GED scores, as well as ACT or SAT exam scores, 
OR as an alternative, applicants should instead submit an updated 
resume and elect to apply through the test-optional policy.

• �Military service-connected, educational experiences may award 
transfer credits. Requests should be accompanied by documents 
describing the educational experience. (Seven semester hours of 
credit may be awarded.)

• Personal interview

• �Complete an academic interest inventory at FSC

• �If admitted, Polk County School Board background clearance
